Jesus’ “High Priestly Prayer,” John 17, is still being
answered today, 2000 years later!

Does that surprise us? A prayer may continued to
be answered for generations to come —God
answers prayers totally & completely to the N™
degree. A prayer doesn’'t cease to exist when the
words fade from our hearing or even our memory.
A prayer may outlast the earthly life of the one who
prayed it!

A prayer becomes an eternal entity, a spiritual force
the moment we pray it. It transcends time, space,
and unseen dimensions, bridges the the physical
domain with the spiritual realm, time with eternity;
and human concerns with God’s power. Who can
say when God finishes answering it?

For example, we have on our church’s prayer list:
Pray for God to raise up His leaders for tomorrow. "
Usually when | read that request | add, “. . . for both
our church and our nation.” How will we ever know
when God finishes answering that prayer unless He
raptures us soon! (That will be when John’s prayer
is answered, Revelation 22:20.)

Many of us are Christians today because God
answered the prayers of a dearly departed parent
or grandparent, some maybe 3 or 4 or 8
generations ago!

God our Father is still answering the prayers of His
earthly Son Jesus, #hat they may be one, Father,
Just as You are in Me and / am in You.” And
through the “Lord’s Prayer,” Jesus is still answering
the request of His first disciples, Lord, teach us to
pray!”

Prayers don't just disappear—God archives them
and answers them to the fullest throughout time
and even into eternity! | believe God never forgets a
sincere prayer or a promise He has made. That's
why we must have faith when we pray, and wait,
remembering a prayer is never wasted or forgotten
by our Lord!
